Bill Steele at InterFaith’s August 2007 eye clinic

Sixty-four year old Bill Steele worked all his life as a self-employed
plumber and electrician.  After suffering for ten years from arthritis,
which he treated with over the counter drugs like Alieve, Bill went to the
Mountain Hope Good Shepherd Clinic in Sevierville.  Bill received care
from the Good Shepherd Clinic for about a year until his medical
problems were too advanced for the clinic’s resources.  It was then that
the Good Shepherd Clinic referred Bill to InterFaith.

Only a week after first coming to InterFaith in June 2006, Bill was
hospitalized at Baptist Hospital.  During the summer of 2006, Bill
underwent multiple nerve/muscle biopsies and a spinal tap to determine
the exact cause of his symptoms.  After a series of tests, Dr. Darrell
Thomas, a vascular and neurological specialist at Baptist, diagnosed Bill
with a rare vein condition known as vasculitis neuropathy.  “Dr. Thomas
knew immediately what it was, but

he had to do the biopsies to prove what the symptoms were showing,” said
Bill’s wife, Beth. “Dr. Thomas was wonderful.  We can’t say enough about
him,” Beth said.  Dr. Thomas is a volunteer specialist in the InterFaith
Network, a collection of more than 400 area physicians who have agreed to
treat InterFaith’s patients according to the clinic’s sliding fee scale.

    After his diagnosis was confirmed, Bill began a series of six chemotherapy
treatments, with his last hospital stay lasting 17 days.  During the worst

part of his illness, Bill says he suffered
from paralysis of his legs, feet and
hands and was completely bedridden.
“I couldn’t even get out of bed.  My
wife had to do everything for me,” Bill
said.

Both Bill and Beth claim that
InterFaith is part of the reason he’s

           We are embarking on a scary  journey.
After many months of volunteers, staff, and
outside consultants encouraging us to look
into electronic healthcare records – we are.
      I have resisted this change for many
reasons.  First – the cost.  No one gives the
computers and software away.  We don’t
have a pool of money that isn’t
designated for something
important like medicines.
Second – our need for diversity.
We provide medical, dental, and
counseling services.  Not many
systems handle all three.  Plus,
between out paid and volunteer
staff, we have a wide range of
individuals with a wide range of
computer literacy.  Third – the perception.
Not all private practices have electronic
records, and I have been afraid people
would think we had money to waste.
      However, one basic fact can no longer
be ignored.  Electronic records would
improve patient care in two vital areas:
efficiency and effectiveness.  Many of our
patients receive more than one service each
time they come.  With electronic records,
the dental department could access the chart
to begin setting up for an 11:00 appointment
while the medical department is using the
chart during the 9:00 appointment.  If we are

more efficient, we will become more
effective in reaching more individuals who
need our assistance.
        We have addressed my first concern of
money.  We are very fortunate to have
received a grant to assist in the purchase of a
system so that no operating monies will be

diverted from direct patient care.  My
second concern is finding a system
that will be acceptable for all the
disciplines of healthcare we provide.
This just means we have to do a lot of
research.  Community members that
know a lot more than I do about
electronic health care systems are
stepping to the plate to assist with this
process.  My third concern  is

perception.  However, I have to trust that we
have proven ourselves over the past 17 years
and that our acts of putting patients first will
be the perception you – our valued partners –
continue to have.
       So, I am sometimes a slow learner.  It
has taken a lot of smart people a long time to
convince me.  I’m now convinced, though,
that moving toward electronic records is the
right direction.   Thank you for everything
you have and continue to do for our patients.
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“If it wasn’t for InterFaith,

I don’t know what we

would have done.”

alive today.  “It’s a miracle.  We thank the
good Lord every day that I’m alive.  If it
wasn’t for InterFaith, I don’t know what we
would have done,” Bill said.  Bill’s condition
was so serious that even his physicians
doubted his recovery.  “I was in such bad
shape before my surgery that Dr. Thomas
was surprised how good I was doing when
I showed back up in his office for a follow-
up appointment.”

    The Steeles have been patients at InterFaith for about two years now.  When asked how she would describe
Bill’s current health, Beth said, “Well, a year ago he was still in a wheelchair, and right now he’s outside
bringing in wood.”  Although Bill has not regained full use of his hands, Beth says he is getting feeling back in
his feet and legs.  Bill is still in the care of Dr. Thomas and his staff, who meet with Bill every couple of months
to monitor his disease.  The Steeles are proud to say that Bill’s last chemotherapy treatment was in January
2007, and since then he has come off almost all of his medications.

    While the future looks bright for Bill & Beth Steele, they are quick to credit others for Bill’s recovery.  “All I can

say is, it’s the Lord,” Beth said.  “God has been so good, and InterFaith has been such a blessing to us.”

InterFaith Moves Toward Electronic Health Records
    With over 833,000 uninsured Tennesseeans,

InterFaith’s patient population has grown
tremendously over the past several years.  In the
wake of the TennCare disenrollment, 1,753 new
patients were added to the rolls
during the clinic’s 2006 fiscal year.
The 2007 fiscal year saw an
additional 1,257 new patients, and
714 new patients had come to
InterFaith for health care at the
halfway point in the clinic’s current
fiscal year.

    In light of InterFaith’s increasing
patient load, efficient chart
circulation is essential to keep up
with the additional patients.
Currently, InterFaith manages 7,700
“active” charts, meaning the health
care records of patients who have
been treated in the clinic in the last three years.  In
addition to these “active” charts, InterFaith maintains
paper records on an additional 10,500 “inactive”
patients who were discharged or have not visited
InterFaith in the past three years.  With the growing
number of patient records, it is becoming
increasingly difficult to efficiently manage
information within and between departments.  As a
result, InterFaith is preparing to transition to an
electronic health records system.

    As the name implies, electronic health records are
essentially digitized versions of a patient’s paper
medical record.  Rather than manually recording
information in a patient’s chart, providers can access

a patient’s records via computers stationed
throughout the clinic and within exam rooms.
Almost all large hospital systems rely on electronic
health records, with more and more private

physicians’ offices transitioning to this
more efficient electronic format.

“The main reason we need electronic
health records is because we’re a multi-
discipline operation,” InterFaith’s
Executive Director, Melissa Knight, said.
“For example, often a patient has a
medical appointment followed by a dental
appointment.  If a physician has the chart
during the medical exam, the dentist
doesn’t have access to the information
needed to prepare for the dental
procedures.   We are our patients’
medical office, dental office, counseling
office and the source of their medications.

More often than not, more than one area needs
the same chart at the same time.  Implementing
an electronic medical records system will provide
us with more flexibility and greatly increase our
efficiency.”

    Implementing an electronic health records system
would do more than just increase InterFaith’s
efficiency – it would also facilitate communication
between the clinic and its many off-site volunteer
providers.  InterFaith has an extensive network of
more than 400 specialty physicians and dentists.
When a patient visits one of these specialists, it is
often difficult and time-consuming to collect the
necessary information to record in the patient’s
chart.  Because many of the clinic’s volunteer
physicians also use electronic health records,
having such a system would enhance patient care
by improving communication between physicians.

 Finally, because InterFaith is multi-disciplined,
electronic health records would accelerate the flow
of patients through the clinic, allowing more
patients to be seen each day.  For example, when
a patient comes for a medical appointment, he
often has an appointment with our on-site dentist
or social worker as well.  Currently, the patient’s
chart must be passed from one provider to
another, which slows the overall process of patient
care by requiring the patient to be in the clinic for
an extended period of time.  And because
InterFaith’s patients are the working uninsured,
many do not have vacation or sick time to use for
a medical appointment.  Implementing electronic
health records would provide a tangible benefit to

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InterFaith’s patients by streamlining communication
between disciplines, allowing for a more thorough
and efficient visit.  For the patient, this translates to
more hours worked with less lost pay.

    While InterFaith has needed an
electronic health records system for
several years, the clinic has been
hesitant to incur the expense of the
necessary software, hardware, and
technical support.  Instead,
InterFaith has funneled every dollar
directly to patient care.  “To me,
electronic health care records
seemed like a luxury rather than a
necessity,” Knight said.  “The first
time a volunteer physician
suggested the idea to me, I couldn’t
believe what I heard.  But when a
research group donated their time
to study ways to improve our ‘chart
flow’, they determined that no real
advances could be made with paper
charts.  That’s when the
recommendation for electronic
records made sense.  We knew that
one of our biggest challenges, though, would be
finding the money without taking funding away
from the everyday operations of the clinic.”  Two
recent grant awards, however, will make it possible
for InterFaith to purchase and implement an
electronic health records system.

    As part of the state of Tennessee’s Community
Enhancement Grant program, InterFaith recently
received two grants totaling $60,000 for the

purchase of an electronic health records system.
State Rep. Bill Dunn visited InterFaith to present
the first grant award of $50,000.  “I’ve been
acquainted for several years with the great work
the InterFaith Health Clinic does, and when I saw

this money was available, this was
one of the first organizations that
came to mind,” Dunn said.  “If
more people and organizations had
the same spirit of volunteerism
that InterFaith has, we could solve
a lot more of society’s problems.”

Only weeks after receiving the first
award of  $50,000, InterFaith was
notified by state senators Tim
Burchett and Jamie Woodson that
InterFaith was the recipient of
another Community Enhancement
Grant in the amount of $10,000.
InterFaith applied for the
Community Enhancement funding
in August 2007.

 “Since one of our biggest
obstacles was finding the funding,

we’re very excited to move to the next phase of
the process – deciding which system to
purchase,” Melissa Knight said.  InterFaith is
currently researching several systems to
determine which best suits the needs of a health
care facility that supports four major disciplines –
primary care, dental care, mental health
counseling, and prescription medications.  While
there are many systems designed for a single
discipline, InterFaith’s challenge is finding a
system that is compatible with all four of the
clinic’s disciplines.

   Although InterFaith has just crossed the threshold
of what promises to be a lengthy process, the
clinic’s board of directors and staff are excited
about the advancements that electronic health
records will bring.  “Improved chart flow means
greater efficiency, and greater efficiency means
that we’ll be able to help more people obtain
access to affordable health care,” Knight said.
“This is a necessary step for InterFaith, and I’m
excited to see what the future holds.”
